First Amendment: Freedom of Speech, Assembly, Petition, Religion and the Press. 

   The government cannot take away the freedom to believe and worship as you wish, and shall not limit freedom of speech or freedom of the press (the news and the right to write what you want). The right of the people to peacefully get together and ask the government to correct wrongs, will be protected.
Second Amendment: Right to Bear Arms 
   Because a fighting force of citizens might be necessary to protect a free state, states have the right to allow people to keep weapons in their homes.
Third Amendment: Limits on the Quartering of Soldiers 
     People don’t have to allow soldiers to stay in their homes without permission unless a special rule is made by the government.
